While it is not a requirement to be a Christian in order to serve in certain capacities we do require a defined and consistant behavioral standard in order for Armor of Hope Ministries to promote our stated goal of being a Christ-centered organization.  Please read the following guidelines and sign below stating you understand and accept these guidelines.  If you have any questions or concerns with these guideline please communicate them to us BEFORE you leave for Honduras:





1)    No use of tobacco, illegal substances or alcoholic beverages while working under the direction of  


       AHM.





2)    No use of prescription medications without a legal prescription from your doctor (as evidenced by 


       the label) or misuse of over-the-counter medicines.





3)    No profanity. 





4)    While it is desirable for disagreements to be settled quickly and quietly between the affected parties, 


       if there are team disagreements that cannot be seattled, you are asked to quietly bring the matter to a 


       staff member for discussion or another team member who can work as a mediator.   At no time do 


       we want team members divided over problems.  You come as a team, work as a team and leave as a 


       team.





5)    At no time will disrespect be shown to a staff member, team member or member of the community


       in which you serve.





6)    Dress code must be observed.





7)    No monies or gifts are to be given to any nationals without consulting an Armor of Hope staff 


       member in advance.  There are cultural guidelines we need to follow so that others are not offended


       or negatively impacted.





8)    No one is to leave the immediate working area alone.  After dark you must be accompanied by a  


       staff member if you need to leave the immediate lodging area.





9)   Team members are required to attend the Sunday church gathering. You are not required to 


       attend the Bible classes throughout the week unless you chose to.





10)  Our day begins early and ends late.  Please be considerate of those who need rest. 





11)  No complaining!!!  You are living in a third world country.  Its not always comfortable.  








I underatand, accept and agree to abide by the above guidelines and any others that AHM may deem necessary for the common good of the group and the organizations work.  Failure to abide by these guidelines may result in my dismissal from the team and my early return to the Unite States at my own expense.
